They will then
discuss their meaning in
relation to their own views.
Some children may generate
lists of morals to live by
Exploring the teachings of
Buddha in greater depth,
children will describe and
explain the Four Noble Truths
and the Eightfold Path in their
own words. Children will learn
about the Buddhist belief in a
cycle of life, working towards
achieving a state of nirvana.
They will then describe the
concepts of karma and
reincarnation in their own
fashion Children will study
information about a variety of
places of worship, then
describe their features and
aspects of the worship that
occur in theme. Children will
learn about some of the
symbols, artefacts and
activities associated with
Buddhist worship. They may
then either recreate aspects of
these (such as prayer flags and
shrines), or describe how
